Grammar 

• Using possessive pronouns to stand in place of nouns 
or noun phrases.

importance.

PunctuaƟon 

• Use the wide range of punctuaƟon taught to date.   
• Use a comma to separate a quesƟon tag from a 

statement. 
Spelling 

• Spellings are taught in line with naƟonal curriculum 
statutory requirements.   

• Spelling rules are taught as well as words containing 
common preĮxes and suĸxes. 

• Spellings from the Y4 statutory word list will also be 
tested as well as revision of spellings from previous 
year groups. 
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Place Value: 
• Read, write 4-digit numbers and know what each digit 

represents. 
• Compare 4-digit numbers using ≤ and ≥. 
• Look at place value in decimals and the relaƟonship 

between tenths and decimals. 
• Round 4-digit numbers to the nearest: 10, 100 and 

1000. 
• Solve number and pracƟcal problems that involve all of 

the above and with increasingly large posiƟve numbers. 
AddiƟon & SubtracƟon: 
• Add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits using the 

formal wriƩen methods of columnar addiƟon and 
subtracƟon where appropriate. 

• Solve addiƟon and subtracƟon two-step problems in 
contexts, deciding which operaƟons and methods to 
use and why. 

Measure: 
• Read, write and convert Ɵme between analogue and 

digital 12-hour and 24-hour clocks. 
• Solve problems involving converƟng from hours to 

minutes; minutes to seconds; years to months; weeks 
to days. 

• EsƟmate, compare and calculate diīerent measures, 
including money in pounds and pence. 

Geometry: 
• Describe posiƟons on a 2D grid as coordinates in the 

Įrst quadrant. 
• Describe movements between posiƟons as translaƟons 

of a given unit to the leŌ/right and up/down. 
• Plot speciĮed points and draw sides to complete a given 

polygon. 
MulƟplicaƟon & Division: 
• Recognise and use factor pairs and commutaƟvity in 

mental calculaƟons. 
• Solve problems involving mulƟplying and adding, 

including using the distribuƟve law to mulƟply two digit 
numbers by one digit, integer scaling problems and 
harder correspondence problems such as ‘n objects are 
connected to m objects’. 

FracƟons: 
• Compare numbers with the same number of decimal 

places up to two decimal places. 
• Recognise and write decimal equivalents to ¼, ½, ¾.  
• Round decimals with one decimal place to the nearest 

whole number. 
• Find the eīect of dividing a one- or two-digit number by 

10 and 100, idenƟfying the value of the digits in the 
answer as ones, tenths and hundredths. 
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• Pentecost – Serving: New Life (To hear & live the 

Easter message) 

• Baptism/Confirmation – Belonging: Called

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 Sound & Hearing  
• VibraƟons – Children will idenƟfy how sounds are 

made and will understand that sounds can be 
diīerent but are all made by vibraƟons.  

• How do we hear sounds? - Children will discover 
that sounds travel in waves through a medium and 
that we hear sounds when they reach our ears. 
Children will idenƟfy parts of the ear and learn how 
the ear and brain work together to hear and make 
sense of sounds.  

• Pitch & Volume - Children will learn about pitch 
(how high or low a sound is) and volume (Įnding 
out about paƩerns between the volume of a sound 
and the strength of the vibraƟons that produced 
it).  

• InvesƟgaƟng sound over distance - Children will 
learn that sounds get fainter as the distance from 
the sound source increases. 

Materials
