Year 3 Curriculum Overview – Autumn Term 
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Animals (including Humans) – The children will 
idenƟfy that animals including humans, need the right 
types and amount of nutriƟon and that they get 
nutriƟon from what they eat. Recognise that humans 
and some animals have skeletons and muscles for 
support, protecƟon and movement. 
 
Rocks – Children will invesƟgate the diīerence 
between natural and man-made rocks. They will learn 
how igneous, sedimentary and metamorphic rocks 
form and they will be grouped according to their 
properƟes e.g. permeable; the fossilisaƟon process 
will be explored.

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CompuƟng systems and Networks – ConnecƟng 
Computers – Children will develop their 
understanding of digital devices, with an iniƟal focus 
on inputs, processes, and outputs. 

CreaƟng Media – AnimaƟon – Children will use a 
range of techniques to create a stop-frame animaƟon 
using tablets. 
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Stone, Bronze and Iron Age: Children will be taught 
about changes in Britain from the Stone Age through to 
the Bronze Age and Iron Age. They will have to use 
sources/evidence to Įnd answers to quesƟons about 
the past. Pupils will be able to place key events and 
each period chronologically onto a Ɵmeline. They will 
be able to communicate history by using appropriate 
historical vocabulary e.g. hunter-gatherer. Children will 
need to think like historians to compare the changes 
within each period while considering the achievements, 
society, conŇict, seƩlements and beliefs. 
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Pupils will begin to understand and respond to simple 
listening dialogue containing short words and phrases 
and give answers to simple quesƟons. They will 
recognise familiar short words and phrases and be 
able to copy them or use them to Įll the gaps in a 
sentence. 
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Module 1 - Created and Loved by God   
Created and Loved by God explores the individual. 
Rooted in the teaching that we are made in the image 
and likeness of God, it helps children to develop an 
understanding of the importance of valuing themselves 
as the basis for personal relationships. 
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 Pupils will be introduced to the concept of rests during this 
unit exploring this through the following key themes: pulse, 
rhythm, melody, acƟve listening and appraising, 
performance, singing and composiƟon. 
Pulse - Pupils will be taught how to keep a steady pulse in a 
group and solo without musical accompaniment; 
demonstrate 4/4 and 3⁄4 using two diīerent tempos. 
Rhythm - Pupils will recap crotchets, quavers, minims and 
will be introduced to the equivalent rests focusing on 
crotchet rests. 
Melody - Pupils will perform three notes from notaƟon 
including simple rhythms and rests. 
Listening - Pupils will idenƟfy and describe musical features 
from diīerent tradiƟons (focusing on folk) and sing heard 
melodies. 
Performance - Pupils will use tuned percussion and the 
voice to perform three note melodies (C, E and G) and 
simple rhythms. 
Singing - Pupils will sing folk songs and will focus on rounds. 
ComposiƟon - Pupils create a basic 3 note tune using simple 
rhythms and crotchet, quavers, minims and crotchet rests. 
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Basketball - Explore how to apply the principles of aƩack vs 
defence, with a parƟcular focus on passing and moving, 
dribbling and shooƟng. Pupils will learn how to keep 
possession and eventually score baskets in modiĮed games. 
Running (Speed & Distance) – Children will do a variety of fun 
Įtness acƟviƟes to develop stamina and acceleraƟon. This will 
include sprinƟng and running at an even pace. 
GymnasƟcs- Symmetry & Asymmetry – Children will explore 
symmetrical and asymmetrical movements and balances both 
individually and in pairs. They will apply their movements and 
balances onto apparatus before creaƟng sequences and 
reĮning them for a Įnal performance. 

Sportshall AthleƟcs - Children will enjoy a variety of running, 
jumping and throwing acƟviƟes where they will be 
encouraged to achieve personal best performances by the 
end of the unit. 
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Drawing Pupils will develop their drawing skills by 
focusing on the use of line. They will use a range of 
materials that link to the exploraƟon of line including 
mono-print, oil pastel prinƟng and transfer technique. 
Pupils will use retrieval pracƟce to reĮne their 
drawing skills and manipulaƟon of line. They will 
consider composiƟon - looking at overlaying or 
posiƟoning of objects within artwork. They will also 
consider the orientaƟon and discuss the diīerence 
between landscape and portrait. Throughout the unit, 
pupils will develop a range of Art and Design 
techniques by looking at visual elements of shape, line 
and colour. They will look at a range of arƟsts 
(Suggested arƟsts- Michael Craig MarƟn, Julian Opie) 
focusing on their use of bold lines.  
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Cooking & NutriƟon - Pupils will build on their 
knowledge of fruit from EYFS and Y1 in D&T and their 
knowledge of the world in geography by 
idenƟfying fruits that grow in diīerent 
climates and parts of the world. Building on their 
science understanding of plants pupils will invesƟgate 
fruits from seeds. They learn about seasonality of fruits 
in the UK and make choices aŌer tasƟng some fruits 
and seasoning. They learn to conduct some simple 
market research and make a crumble based on their 
family preferences. 
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 My Place in the World – Children will learn about the home 
naƟons that make up the UK including place features such 
as capitals, Ňags, landmarks and patron saints. Learners will 
Įnd out about populaƟon, land use and weather. Children 
will have an understanding of how migraƟon has shaped the 
UK populaƟon and how tourism beneĮts and negaƟvely 
impacts upon the UK. Children will be familiar with using 
world maps, atlases, 8 pointed compass direcƟons, 
interpreƟng digital mapping, choropleth maps and climate 
graphs.
