Doubling numbers to 10

Children are really good at doubling their numbers to 10 and beyond using concrete objects and pictorial representations. In our mental maths starters this week we will be practising doubling numbers mentally and with quick recall. Getting these skills embedded early lays an important foundational knowledge that will become the building blocks to learning more complicated skills down the line so it’s important to learn doubles by rote, just like we did with our bonds to 10.

Children will learn to recognise that to double a number is to multiply it by two.

For the test children will be given a number up to 10 out of order and have to write its double. I will remind them that they can add the number to itself in order to find the answer if that helps them!

Double 1 is 2 (1+1 or 1x2)
Double 2 is 4 (2+2 or 2x2)
Double 3 is 6 (3+3 or 3x2)
Double 4 is 8 (4+4 or 4x2)
Double 5 is 10 (5+5 or 5x2)
Double 6 is 12 (6+6 or 6x2)
Double 7 is 14 (7+7 or 7x2)
Double 8 is 16 (8+8 or 8x2)
Double 9 is 18 (9+9 or 9x2)
Double 10 is 20 (10+10 or 10x2)


Here is a rhyme we have been practicing in class to help us remember doubles to 10.

Double 1 is 2, tap it on your shoe.

Double 2 is 4, stamp it on the floor.

Double 3 is 6, do some finger clicks.

Double 4 is 8, put your arms out straight.

Double 5 is ten, around we go again!
