Mental Maths Test on 
Thursday 5th December

Halving numbers to 20

Children are really good at doubling their numbers to 10 and beyond using concrete objects and pictorial representations. We have been practising looking at the links between doubling numbers and finding their halves. In our mental maths starters this week we will be practising halving numbers mentally and with quick recall. Getting these skills embedded early lays an important foundational knowledge that will become the building blocks to learning more complicated skills down the line so it’s important to learn halves by rote, just like we did with our bonds to 10 and doubles.

Children will learn to recognise that to halve a number is to divide it by two.

For the test children will be given a number up to 20 out of order and have to write its half. I will remind them that they can share the number out between two, like sharing sweets - for example, if I have 8 sweets and I share (divide) them out equally, how many will we have each?

1. Half 2 is 1 (2 shared by 2)
2. Half 4 is 2 (4 shared by 2)
3. Half 6 is 3 (6 shared by 2)
4. Half 8 is 4 (8 shared by 2)
5. Half 10 if 5 (10 shared by 2)
6. Half 12 is 6 (12 shared by 2)
7. Half 14 is 7 (14 shared by 2)
8. Half 16 is 8 (16 shared by 2)
9. [bookmark: _GoBack]Half 18 is 9 (18 shared by 2)
10. Half 20 is 10 (20 shared by 2)
